On June 26"" through June 29*, 2017, 116 young men, from across the Archdiocese of Philadel­
phia, joined 48 Seminarians from Saint Charles Borromeo Seminary, 12 Priests, 2 Permanent 
Deacons and 4 lay volunteers, all from local parishes, to find out how to set the World Ablaze! 
I f the radiant smiles, the joy and laughter and the new and renewed friendships were an 
indication of a fire burning, then Quo Vadis 2017 was a roaring success. 

The Quo Vadis Retreat is sponsored annually by the Philadelphia Vocation Office for the Dioce­
san Priesthood, with the support of the Martin de Porres Foundation and the local Serra Club.
