REFLECTIONS ON CLIMATE JUSTICE from THE PEACE
AND JUSTICE MINISTRY

"A People Who Produce Fruit" from Pope Francis’ 2015 Encyclical
Laudato Si’: The current global situation engenders feelings of
instability and uncertainty, which in turn becomes “a seed bed for
selfishness.” When people become self-centered, their greed increases.
The emptier a person’s heart is, the more s/he needs to buy, own, and
consume things. It becomes almost impossible to accept the limits
imposed by reality and a sense of the common good disappears. As
these attitudes become widespread, social norms are respected only to
the extent that they do not clash with personal needs. Obsession with a
consumerist lifestyle, especially when only a few people can maintain
it, can only lead to violence and mutual destruction. Yet all is not lost--
no system can completely suppress our openness to what is good, true,
and beautiful or our God given ability to respond to his grace at work
deep in our hearts. We should not forget the dignity God has bestowed
upon us. No one has the right to take it from us.

John Thomas Schmitt, Jr. was born to John T. Schmitt and
Mae Kutzer Schmitt on October 5, 1940. Along with his
younger brother Robert, John was raised in the Frankford
section of Philadelphia, where he spent long hours reading,
riding bikes, and playing cards.

John graduated from La Salle College High School in 1958.
Four years later, he earned a Bachelor of Arts from La Salle

College. John went on to a rich and varied life of work at the

U.S. Postal Service; the Philadelphia Board of Education; the

National Security Agency; a minicomputer start-up in
Mexico City; and Systems & Computer Technology (SCT),
which he helped found, and where he is recalled fondly as a
willing mentor and sharp judge of character with a warm wit
and gentlemanly manner.

John and Margaret Anne Higgins were married on
June 17, 1961, beginning a lifelong love that would include
travel to Canada, Chile, Egypt, England, France, Italy, and

Mexico, with many summers spent in Ocean City, N.J.
John and Peggy delighted in their four children
(John T. III, Brian T., Michelle Anne, and Megan Cross),
and John was a source of great joy for his
two granddaughters (Grace and Virginia Herold),
who love their Pop Pop boundlessly.

In recent years, John and his partner, Claudia Campbell,
lived in Flourtown, Pa., devoting great energy to supporting
the Rotary Club and La Salle Academy, where John served

as Board Treasurer for many years.
