Secure Communities and the ICE holds program are failed 
policies. ICE holds have been repeatedly found to be 
unconstitutional, and to be a driving force behind the breakdown 
in trust between immigrant residents and local government. 
Communities organized to fight these policies across the 
country, and they succeeded. To go back and repeat these 
destructive policies only opens up possibilities for more abuses 
against our communities while avoiding the deeper causes of 
violence, as well as leaving our city vulnerable to lawsuits for 
violations of people’s rights. We need policies that reflect our 
values as a society, that honor our community’s dignity, that 
respects the diversity of our lives and are grounded in the belief 
of redemption.

The tragedy of Kathryn Steinle’s death should not be 
manipulated by those who see this as an opportunity to push a 
political agenda. Creating safer communities is a goal shared 
across the divisions some seek to exploit. PFUN will continue to 
push for meaningful reform and dialogue toward this end.

Love: 
To love is to desire good for others. W h o m do 1 love? 
To w h o m do I wish evil, and how can 1 change that? 

Joy and Peace: 
Is my spirit at peace? A m I joy-hl led, or am I often angry, anxious, or at odds w i t h others and the world? 
Do I take time to be st i l l i n the presence of God, the source of all joy and peace? 

Patience: 
Do I persist i n the tasks to which I am called, even i n the face of resistance? Do I fly off the handle when 
others try my patience? 

Kindness: 
A m I focused outward, ready to lend a sympathetic ear? Do 1 listen w i t h an open heart to those whose 
experiences are different from my own? ^ . , 

Generosity: 
Do I give people the heneht of the douht, or do I default to negative judgment? Do I make t i thing and 
charity a priority, or do 1 allow my own wants to swallow my income? 

Faithfulness: 
Do I talk hehind other people's hacks? Do I criticize friends or family in my heart without sharing my 
concerns? A m I faithful to God? Do I let derogatory or hurt fu l comments to or ahout other children of 
God go unchallenged, out of fear of conflict or judgment? 

Gentleness: 
When the inevitahle irritations of the day arise, do 1 ro l l w i t h the punches? Do I approach conflict i n a way 
that seeks the hest interests of everyone involved? When I discipline those under my authority, do 1 take a 
punitive approach, or one that helps us all grow into holier, healthier individuals? 

Self-control: 
Self-discipline touches so many areas of life: expressing anger, word choices i n online interactions, 
scheduling, food consumption, spending hahits, screen time, the use of physical powers, time management.
